Dear Sixth Grade Parents,

Welcome to the Sixth Grade! We are looking forward to an exciting school year. In an effort to effectively communicate with our parents, we are sending home this letter to inform you of some sixth grade rules and procedures so that there are no surprises throughout the year.

We hope that everyone found the supply list and that it was helpful in shopping for your student. Students are encouraged to carry a 3-ringed binder with index tabs or color coded folders to separate and organize their different classes’ materials. Other helpful items to students that may not be listed, and are not required, include personal packs of Kleenex, pencil pouches/boxes, and crayons/ markers/ colored pencils. However, we ask that students leave permanent markers and liquid Wite-out at home.
Lunch detention will be held on team for minor daily offenses. Reminders will be given during homeroom on the day that lunch detention will be served.  The student will be required to report to the lunch room supervisor to check in and receive an assigned seat. When the lunch period ends, students will be dismissed back to their class. The offenses for which lunch detention can be assigned include, but are not limited to:
· Minor class disturbances 

Not returning paperwork (within reasonable time)
· Talking at inappropriate times
Tardy to class
· Habitual gum/candy

Not on task
· Inappropriate hall behavior
Talking during announcements

· Being out of seat


Habitual dress code violations

· Not prepared for class

Skipping lunch detention
Habitual discipline offenses can also result in reassigned seats, in-class isolation, out-of-class isolation, parent phone calls/emails, and referrals to team leaders or administration. To help transition to the sixth grade, the following consequences will be issued for minor offenses:

6 Lunch Detentions - Team Isolation

12 Lunch Detentions- Team Isolation

18 Lunch Detentions- Discipline Referral- 1 day of Time Out
24 Lunch Detentions- Discipline Referral- 2 days of Time Out
For every additional 6 lunch detentions, further consequences will be added.
Major offenses will result in an immediate office referral. 

Students are reminded to read the policy in their handbook regarding dress code. If a student has a dress code problem, he or she will be asked to change into appropriate attire. Students will be allowed to call home for a change of clothes from the back office at administrative discretion.

A few other team procedures are our bathroom pass and homework systems. Each student is given an opportunity to go to the bathroom once a week in each academic class each nine weeks (equals 45 opportunities every nine weeks) and everyday during homeroom and lunch. They will use a color-coded pass given out by their homeroom teacher. Students may only use their assigned pass. Students may also take a lunch detention at the teacher’s discretion in place of a lost/forgotten pass.
Students are asked to copy their homework down into their agenda, but if ever you need to check that the homework written in the agenda is correct, please consult the teachers’ websites at http://new.schoolnotes.com or the school website www.cowetaschools.org/srms. For grade information, please consult the Infinite Campus Parent Portal. The front office can help you get your account set up.
