A workbook will be assigned to each student the first week of class and should be brought to class each day.  A textbook will be assigned upon parent request.  
Attendance/Tardies 
Each Friday students will be awarded for being in class all week.  Awards may be individual, lottery system or other.  Regular student attendance is vital to academic success. Frequent tardies will result in consequences such as lunch or after school detention or an office referral for chronic offenders.  
Materials Needed for Class 
In order for your child to be successful in class, he or she will need to be prepared and bring the following items to class every day: Worktext (workbook), pencils, binder with dividers, paper, and homework when required.  Please check with your child periodically during the year to ensure that he or she has necessary materials for class each day. 
Class Work/Participation 

Students should come to class ready to learn and should actively participate in class lessons.  Participation includes respectfully acknowledging each other’s contributions/view points and responding in an appropriate manner require the student to daily 
Homework 
Homework is an essential part of your child’s academic growth. Your child will have homework multiple times a week. Class assignments and homework will be written on the board each day, and your child will have time to write unfinished class assignments and homework into the agenda each class period. It is your student’s responsibility to use the agenda to keep up with assignments and homework, complete homework, and return all assignments and homework by the due date. 
Make-up Work 
Your child is responsible for making up any work missed due to an absence. Upon return to school after an absence, your child needs to talk to each of his teachers and write all missing assignments in the agenda. All make-up work must be completed within three days of a student’s return.  If a student requires extra help or time, please contact to his teacher through e-mail. It is the teacher’s discretion to allow makeup work if a child has an unexcused absence or is absent due to suspension. 
Communication of Assignments/Homework
Assignments and homework will be written on the board daily. Students will be given time each day to write the day’s assignments/homework in their agenda.

Restroom Procedures

We ask that you check your child's daily agenda, SRMS website (under teacher’s name), and Infinite Campus daily to monitor your child’s progress and to check for any missing assignments. It is also helpful if you make homework a top priority, provide necessary supplies and a quiet homework environment, provide praise and support, and contact us if you notice a problem.
Teachers' Responsibilities 
I will check homework completion and other assignments and keep a record of work completed and not completed. Should I notice a pattern of incomplete or missing assignments, I will contact you.  I will make every effort to enter grades into Infinite Campus in a timely manner; if you have any concerns, please let me know. I am committed to helping your child succeed and I welcome parent conferences; if you would like to set up a meeting time with your child's team, please call.
