Expectations
In order to maintain a safe, comfortable and productive learning environment, I expect all students to…

1. Be Respectful

2. Be Responsible

3. Be Prepared

Rewards

Any student who displays outstanding effort or character may be rewarded with praise/class recognition, positive class or notes home, a “KUDOS” raffle ticket (drawing held every Friday), or class points that accumulate toward a party. Mrs. Rossi may also decide on class rewards such as Game Day, movies, treats, etc. 

Classroom Discipline Policies

If one of my classroom expectations is not met, or if students choose not to follow the district’s new discipline policy, any of the following consequences may occur: verbal warning, loss of Participation Points, meeting with teacher after class (no pass will be issued) to discuss behavior, demerit (located in assignment notebook) call home to discuss infraction with parent/guardian, or a detention may be issued. Any serious infractions will result in an automatic referral to the office. 
Class Assignments/Homework

Students are expected to use class time wisely and get as much work done in class as possible. If assignments are not complete or homework is given, the completed work is due the next school day unless otherwise specified.

Late Work: Late work will be accepted up to three days after the due date. Students’ late work will be docked 10% of the points possible for each day the assignment is late. After three days, the grade for any missing assignment is a zero. I try to remind students of late or missing assignments, but this does not always happen. IT IS THE STUDENTS’ RESPONSIBILITY TO KEEP TRACK OF ALL WORK. Parents are strongly encouraged to keep track of their child’s progress through Home Access (link available at www.Oswego308.org).

Absent Work: Students are responsible for getting their missed work from the hanging file in the front of the room. They are to FIRST ask a buddy or responsible classmate for help or directions. If they still have questions, they may then see me for help. Students should make up missed assignments as soon as possible after their absence. However, students will have the amount of days they were absent plus one to make up the work for full credit. After that time, the Late Work policy applies. 

*Exceptions will be made for extenuating circumstances discussed with teacher PRIOR to due date.* 

Hall Passes: Each student will have 3 Emergency Passes per quarter for restroom/locker/phone calls without penalty. After passes have been used, students will be docked one participation point for each time they need to leave the room (excluding emergencies, of course.)

Participation Points

In our classroom, students are expected to actively contribute to discussions, class activities, group work and fully participate in all aspects of the class. In order to encourage students to be responsible for their learning, I have created a system to keep track of participation and responsibility.

Students will be given one sheet per quarter worth 25 points. They will need to keep this sheet out and visible in class at all times. Each student starts the quarter with all 25 points. At the end of the quarter, I will record the remaining points as a Participation grade. In the past, this grade has separated the As from the Bs and the Bs from the Cs! The three Emergency Passes are located on the same sheet as the participation points. 
Participation Points may be deducted for any of the following reasons: 

· Student does not come to class prepared with materials.

· Student is off task or not paying attention (sleeping, drawing, working on other assignments, etc.) 

· Student is disruptive or distracting to class in any way.

· Students is not working or contributing to group work or class activities

· Student did not follow directions
· Student recovers forgotten materials in the “Book Jail”

· Student does not bring Participation Points sheet to class (If sheet is lost, a new sheet costs five participation points).
