INSECT PROJECT GUIDELINES

PART 1: THE WRITTEN REPORT   (20 points)

· Appropriate punctuation must be used at the ending of all sentences.

· Answer each question!  Do not leave any sections blank.

· Be very descriptive in your writing!  This will provide your readers with a clear understanding of your insect.
PART 2:  DRAWING / DIAGRAM  (15 points)
On your report paper, you will need to draw your insect and label all parts.  You will also need to draw a diagram of the life cycle of your insect.

· Make sure your drawing / diagram is labeled and is colored to show an image of the insect of your choice.
PART 3: INSECT MODEL  (15 points)
Create a model of your insect.  Be creative and have fun!  Some possible materials might include:

· Pipe cleaners

· Construction paper

· Styrofoam

· Google eyes

· Tissue paper

· Cardboard
