Essay Topics

1) This year’s middle/high school theme is “Take a Stand, Lend a Hand”.  Explain what this statement means to you (what do you think it means to “take a stand” and “lend a hand” when it comes to bullying). Be sure to explain how one can “take a stand” for a victim of bullying and what they can do to “lend a hand”.

2) Bullying not only affects the victims/targets of the bullying, but can affect others as well.  Explain how bullying can impact others, a school, and a school’s environment.

3) Explain how showing acts of kindness can help put a stop to the cycle of bullying. What does it mean to be kind? How can showing random acts of kindness to others (esp. victims of bullying) help in the fight against bullying?

4) Some people feel that if bullies had tougher consequences, then they would stop bullying.  What consequences do you feel bullies should receive because of their bullying behavior?  Why and how would your consequences be effective?  Please make consequences reasonable and age appropriate.

Essay Requirements

· Essay must be on only 1 topic

· Must be 1 page (if not 1 page, it will not be viewed)
· Must be typed (12 font) and double spaced

· Entry must state which topic essay is on

· Entry must answer all questions on each topic 
· Entry must have first & last name, and grade

· No rough drafts accepted (only final drafts should be turned in)

· Must be turned in to the school counselor no later than October 14th.
