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Welcome to Honors Chemistry!
Goals and Course Description

The goals for this course are to develop cadets’ scientific literacy so they may be prepared for college or a career, and acquire higher order thinking and problem solving skills that they can utilize in the real world. 
Science is a key to our technological world. The desire is to make chemistry interesting and apply it to everyday life. Besides the Chemistry, the cadets will be learning mathematical problem solving and analytical skills.   
 The nature of science and scientific inquiry will be a guiding principal for the material, and the process by which scientific knowledge is gained will be applied throughout the year. By the end of the course, cadets will understand and be able to communicate basic chemical concepts regarding matter and its properties, chemical reactions, and the relationship between matter and energy. Some specific topics will include Stoichiometry, Chemical Equilibrium, Chemical Kinetics, Spectroscopy, Quantum Mechanics, Thermochemistry, and Electrochemistry.  Laboratory investigation will also be part of the curriculum with a keen emphasis on safety in the lab. 
**Honors**
The honors level curriculum is one that is rigorous and challenging.  Students in an honors program are expected to master the content at a deeper level and will be held to a higher standard.  As a guideline, for every hour spent in class, one hour should be spend outside of class studying the content in an effective manner.  This guideline should be followed closely in order for students to master the content at the honors level and pacing.

I have been teaching chemistry for 7 years and am excited to start my second year at DMA.
