Course Objectives:

To engage in research of plays of various styles and eras 

To engage in research of various philosophies of acting

To prepare monologues suitable for auditions

To analyze, study and produce scenes from Shakespeare & classic literature.

To produce plays and scenes for production

To further develop movement and vocal skills

To develop original scripts 

To develop technical theatre skills

To analyze and critique live theatre productions through discussion and writing assignments

To further develop improvisational skills

To further develop a theatre portfolio

Grades:

1.
Performance and tests 50%-  This includes monologues, group scenes, class scenes, research projects and presentations and assessments given at the end of each unit or chapter.

2.
Classwork and Homework 25%- This includes all daily written work in class or given as homework, including but not limited to worksheets, character autobiographies, vocabulary work, creative writing, journaling and script writing.

3.
Participation in all class activities 25%- This includes daily warm-up, theatre games and following all class rules and procedures.

Class Rules:

1.
All SHS code of conduct rules and procedures will be strictly followed. This includes rules regarding cell phones and dress code.

No food or drink in auditorium. Bottled water only

No jumping on or off the front of the stage.

Follow directions immediately

6.
Individuals will be held responsible for improper use of all classroom and theatre equipment.

Class Procedures:


1.
Wear suitable clothing for movement in class.


2.
Leave personal conflicts outside the door.


3.
Practice self-discipline


4.
Respect yourself and others.


5.
Support others in class and strive to strengthen ensemble.


6.
Clap after all performances.


7.
Do not touch ANY theatre equipment unless instructed to do so.


8.
Leave theatre exactly as you found it, do not touch other class's materials.

Consequences of Not Following Class Rules and Class Procedures:


1.
Warning-(privately if possible) and loss of daily participation grade


2.
Isolation from group or class activities and parent or guardian contact


3.
After School Detention (check handbook for penalties for not staying for ASD)


4.
Time Out and parent or guardian contact



** It is possible that steps may be skipped based on the seriousness of the offense.

Classroom Tardy/Absence Policy:



We will follow all school/county tardy and absence policies.

Late Work Policy:

Performance Work- if you are present on a performance day and do not perform, you will be given the opportunity to present your work on the next class day you are present with a 25 point penalty  on the 100 point scale. This applies only to individual work. Group work must be presented on the day scheduled if you are present. Others are counting on you.

Written Work- If you are present on the day written work is completed in class or turned in  and you do not complete the assignment and turn it in you may turn in the assignment on the next class day you are present for a 25 point penalty on the 100 point scale.

After one day you will receive a 0 for all work or performances not completed.

2. Some type of folder to keep all your class papers in, including this one, your syllabus- Keep up with them. They will be used to create your theatre portfolio at the end of semester. Your will be graded down if you do not have them.
3. (1) Three ring binder- to create your theatre portfolio in.
