6. What might be an expected sequence for advancement in this occupation?

7. Roughly, what is the work schedule in this occupation?

8. Are there health hazards in this occupation?
9. What specific abilities or personal qualities are important in this occupation?

10. What are some major satisfactions in this occupation?

11. Are there any limiting factors in this career field?

12. How would you describe the “life style” of people in this career field?

13. Would your family life be affected in any way in this career field? Explain how your family life would be influenced?

14. What are the financial rewards of this occupation? What would recent college graduates make? What would a person with five years of experience make?

15. What other benefits are available in this occupation? Benefits such as sick leave, comp time, personal leave, insurance, retirement, etc.

16. What are the projected employment opportunities of the occupation five years from now? What are the projected employment opportunities ten years from now?
