Mass Movement FLIP BOOK
You should have 6 flaps total, including the top flap. No sharpie or dark markers allowed. 

· Write your name in pen on the top flap, on upper right side.

· Then, in pencil, write Mass Movement in bubble letters. When you like your letters, outline them in black pen and color them in with a colored pencil. 

· On the second flap from the top, where it can be seen when the book is closed, write Gravity in bubble or fancy letters. Outline and color a different color. 

· With the flaps closed, draw a background that has to do with erosion/weathering/mass movement. There should be no white showing unless it is part of the picture. 

· For the remaining flaps, write each of the 4 different types of mass movement we have learned about (landslide, mudflow, slump and creep). Use the same lettering you did for gravity.

· On the underside of the very top flap, write the definition of mass movement. 
· On the gravity flap, draw a picture that represents gravity showing how it causes mass movement. Then write: "Gravity is the force that causes mass movement. Gravity moves rocks and sediment downhill. Gravity pulls everything towards the center of the earth." Underline the key term "gravity"
· On each of the remaining flaps you will need to draw a picture and write a definition for each term. Include as much information as you can. Underline the key term each time.
· Writing should not be in pencil and should be neat and easy to read.
