AR 7 Reading Analysis Activity
Directions: Choose one of the following activities to represent your understanding of your novel. Your choice should be turned in as a final formal product in ink with thoughtful design.

1. Complete the Scrap -book Character Analysis Activity for the protagonist of your novel.  You will need to copy the finished product using a color copier.  Here is the site to complete this activity: http://teacher.scholastic.com/activities/scrapbook/ 

2. Write a book review, as it would be done for a newspaper. (Be sure you read a few book reviews before writing your own.)
3. Write a letter (10-sentence minimum) to the main character of your book asking significant questions, protesting a situation, and/or making a complaint and/or a suggestion. This must be done in the correct letter format.
4. Do a collage/mini-poster showing pictures or 3-d items that related to the book, and then write a sentence or two beside each one to show its significance. Minimum of 8 items.
5. Compare and contrast two characters in the story. Representation of ideas must be creative and well organized. 
6. Make a newspaper about the book, with several newspaper parts: comics, ads, weather, letter to the editor, etc.
7. Make a dictionary containing 20 or more difficult words from the book. You must include how it was used in the book and any other definitions for the word. Also, include the part of speech and a picture to represent the way the word was used in the book. Reference dictionary entry forms to help you with format.
8. Complete a series of five drawings that show five of the major events in the plot of the book you read. Write captions for each drawing so that the illustrations can be understood by someone who did not read the book.
9. Make a list of ten proverbs or familiar sayings.  The final product must explain how each proverb or saying is relevant to the story. One approach could be to relate a saying to a character and explain how the character should have followed or did follow the suggestion of the saying.
