TEXAS BLUEBONNET AWARD

3rd AND 4th GRADE

Dear Parents,

The 3rd and 4th graders will be participating in the Texas Bluebonnet Book Award program this year.  The Texas Bluebonnet Award reading program was established by the Texas Library Association in 1979 to encourage Texas children to read more books, explore a variety of current books, develop powers of discrimination, and identify their favorite books.  Students across the state of Texas will be voting for their favorite Bluebonnet book in January.  Our students include their votes in the state total each year.

The Bluebonnet reading program begins October 1 and concludes March 31.   Each 3rd and 4th grader at Holy Spirit is given a Bluebonnet folder to record the books they read during the school year.  This is how the program works:

· Students record EVERY book they read (including book report books, research books, class assigned books, etc.) in their Bluebonnet folder.
· Students must list the title, author, and MONTH they read the book, and have a parent or teacher signature.  This must be completed on a MONTHLY basis.
· Students receive a Pizza Hut Book It coupon for a FREE personal pan pizza when they turn in their Bluebonnet folder to the library each month.

· Students will receive a reading certificate if they read 3 or more books and turn in their Bluebonnet folder EACH and EVERY month.  
· Students will receive an official Texas Bluebonnet Award certificate and a Bluebonnet pin if they read all 20 Bluebonnet books (books that are marked as substitutes count toward this goal).  
· Students will also receive a Bluebonnet TROPHY if they read all 20 books on the 2009-2010 Bluebonnet list (substitutes count) and take and pass the Accelerated Reader test for all the books.
