	Refusal to Work
	Inappropriate language, trying to leave area
	Prompt back to task, proximity,  remind of reinforcer that he is earning
	Require to complete assignment prior to moving on
	Work with in classroom as much as possible.  When he has disrupted the learning environment for longer than 5 mins.
	When he has completed the assignment.
	Give work in small amounts with frequent breaks and reinforcers

	Refusal of Directive
	Inappropriate Language, leaving area
	Repeat directive, move close to Nate
	Block access to all fun activities and require completion of directive prior to any transitions.  If Nate does not follow a direction during free or fun time, that activity is terminated.  During academic time – follow refuse to work

	Work with in classroom as much as possible.  When he has disrupted the learning environment for longer than 5 mins.
	When completes directive and complies with tasks in removal area.
	Review rules & consequence of games, play areas, etc. every time before activity begins.  Use of proximity to Nate. Use high rates of reinforcement for non-preferred directives.

	Inappropriate Language or Noise
	Loud tone
	Prompt task, remind of what he is earning, prompt ways to gain attention appropriately
	Repeat directive.  Do not attend or give any attention to the behavior. Reinforce peers around following rules with a reinforcer of meaning to Nate.  Reinforce Nate when he complies for 3 mins. or longer.  
	Try to ignore and use reinforcement to draw Nate back in.  During group instruction remove Nathan to independent area with in the room.  If Nathan has to be removed from an activity or task the task must go with him.

	When he complies with directives.  Once he regains control invite back to group instruction.
	Use of high rates of tangible reinforcers. Food, breaks, computer games, etc.

Practice with Nate ways to get attention appropriately in the different school environments

	Leaving Assigned Area
	Refusals, loud, language
	Prompt back to task/area.  Use proximity & block in area
	Escort back to area. Do not engage in conversation with Nate, except a simple statement of what he needs to do.
	Unless major disruption to class for over 5 mins.  Nate should remain in room.

	Complete all tasks.
	Use of proximity, especially during non-preferred tasks and tasks outside.

	Chewing on Non-edible Items
	Item close to mouth
	Prompt to task, prompt to ask for gum
	Remove item.  After 3 minutes with no item in mouth prompt to ask for gum
	No removal from class.  Remove gum if Nathan begins playful activities with gum.
	None
	Use of gum

	Finger Biting
	Loud, fast moving
	Prompt to activity
	Ignore and prompt activity (hands on activity –“ hand me”), use proximity, remind of reinforcers to earn
	No removal
	None
	Use of hands on activities; activities to engage in while waiting

	Self Injury
	Gazed look (Skin Picking), inappropriate language
	Prompt anger management skills
	Prompt anger management. Block when of danger to Nate.
	No removal unless dangerous behavior
	When calm
	Give no verbal comments to any blood, apply medical attention with no social interaction.   When appropriate allow Nate to apply his own treatment.

	Property Destruction
	Quick movements, loud, inapp. Lang., refusals
	Prompt anger management, proximity
	Require to complete task given.  After task  is completed require to restore environment to original appearance. 
	Major property destruction – remove immediately
	Complete tasks and restored environment
	Proximity of staff to Nathan.  Deescalate earlier in chain.

	Aggression
	Gazed look. Loud voice, inappropriate lang., fast movements
	Prompt anger management skills, reinforce appropriate replacement behavior immediately
	Block, prompt anger management to calm down
	Every incident of aggression.  
	When calm & complied with all tasks in removal setting.  Give no attention or conversation to previous behavior
	Use of proximity to Nathan by Para.  Seat placement. Line placement.

Deescalate earlier in chain.

	Whining and Negotiating
	Loud, inapp. Lang., refusals
	Prompt back to task
	Do not allow Nate to negotiate out of a demand or task.  Ignore all whining.
	No removal
	None
	Only state demands that you are willing to follow through on.  Make sure every demand is followed through

	Inappropriate Proximity
	Moving towards peers
	Prompt appropriate space, use proximity
	Physically prompt Nate to correct space
	No removal
	None
	Social skill training, seat placement, proximity to Para

	Blowing
	Close to peers, fast movements
	Prompt appropriate space, prompt to task, redirect Nate to a job (help me …)
	Prompt to task, physically prompt space
	No removal
	 None
	Seat placement, line placement, social skill training



	Teasing Peers
	Loud, inappropriate language
	Prompt to task, use proximity
	Move peer away from Nathan. 
	No removal.  If in group instruction, remove Nathan to independent seat within classroom
	Once regains control invite back to group instruction.
	Seat placement, Line placement, social skill training, 
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
