Academics:

Absences:

Exams/Quizzes:

The majority of your grade will be determined based on your tests and quizzes.  All tests will be announced in advanced, but some quizzes may be unannounced.  If you are absent for an exam, you will have to make it up within two seminar periods after the absence.  Bellworks may also be collected and graded as a quiz.  

Homework:  

Doing all homework assignments routinely and thoroughly is one of the best ways that a student can assure success in class.  Homework will be checked at the beginning of every class.  On occasion, I will collect and grade the homework so make sure it is always done on a separate sheet of paper.  

Extra Help:

I will be available for extra help during seminar, after and before school.  All extra help sessions must be made in advance by appointment.    

Computer Lab: 

There may be occasions in which part of the lesson will be done in the computer lab.  Remember that with this educational opportunity also comes responsibility.  If you misbehave in the computer lab or misuse the computers your privilege will be taken away!  Make sure that you have handed in the Internet Use Agreement with your parent’s signature otherwise you will not be permitted to use the internet.  
Fire Drills:

It is important to take fire drills seriously.  I am responsible for each and every one of you.  Once outside, listen carefully because I will be taking attendance.  Any student who is not present for attendance will receive detention.

Electronice Devices:

NO electronic devices (cell phones, ipods, mp3 players, etc.) are permitted to be used or scene during the school day.   If I see your cell phone / music player, I will confiscate it, and it will only be returned to you by an assistant principal.
