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Class Rules

1.  Be RESPONSIBLE.

· Bring all materials to class every day.  Be prepared to begin class when the bell rings.
· Follow instructions the first time they are given and participate in class.

· Use the time between classes wisely.  (e.g.  go to the restroom, sharpen your pencil, etc.)

· Keep classroom neat and clean.

· Follow all school rules and policies.

2.  Be RESPECTFUL.

· Respect others while they are speaking or working.  Raise your hand, remain seated and quiet.  
· Use manners when dealing with one another.

Failure to abide by these rules will result in the following:


A)  Teacher/Student conference


B)  Teacher/Parent contact by phone or e-mail


C)  Student referral to office

In the case of a severe offense (fight, profanity, insubordination, etc.) the student will be sent to the office immediately.

Required Materials
· Notebook paper for class work and homework

· Pencil for all in-class work and homework assignments

· Three-ring binder for class notes, in-class work, homework assignments, and assessments (a 1 inch binder will be fine)
· Scientific Calculator – I recommend the TI-30X IIS.  If you are planning on taking courses beyond Algebra II, I recommend purchasing a graphing calculator (a TI-84 or similar).

· Graph Paper  - the school book store sells Mini Plots or you can print free graph paper from my School Notes site
· Straightedge – A six or twelve inch ruler
Attendance Policy

All absences and tardies will be documented and reported to the administration according to the policies outlined in the student handbook.  Make-up work should be obtained and completed within two days of the absence.  Tests must be made up within one week.  I do not accept late work.  It is the student’s responsibility to make appropriate arrangements for making up missed assignments, notes, and tests.  Make-up work can be obtained by checking the calendar and the file in the classroom.  I would suggest exchanging phone numbers with another member of the class so you have a contact in case of questions.  
Grading Policy

Grades will be weighted as follows for each nine weeks:  Final Exam 20%, Major Grades 40%, and Daily Grades 40%.  The Daily Grades are represented by Quizzes (50%), Homework/Class Work (40%), and Participation (10%).  Participation points will be earned each day by coming to class on time, completing all bell work, and making use of the 90 minutes we have in class each day.  The Major Grades are the Unit Tests.  The semester grade is the average of the two nine weeks’ grades.  Students should keep all graded papers in their notebooks until the end of each term.  
HOMEWORK:  It is important to do every homework assignment.  Math must be practiced to achieve mastery.  Extra credit work is very limited.  Most of it is in the form of bonus questions on tests.  I do NOT accept late work, however,  students will be given two passes each nine weeks that permit two assignments to be turned in late.  Students that do not use the passes can turn them in for extra credit. 
Notebook

Staying organized is critical to your success in any class, especially in mathematics.  You should keep a notebook divided into at least three sections:  Bell Work, Notes/Class Work, and Graded Work.  You may be asked to turn in various items from your notebook at different times.
Textbook Information

The textbook we use is Geometry:  Tools for a Changing World.  Each student will be assigned a book that should be taken home.  Please take care of these textbooks.  The replacement cost is around $50.  Students will have access to a book while in class.

Extra Help 
I will be available for extra help Thursday afternoons and every other Tuesday afternoon from 3:45 to 4:30.  Students must check-in at 3:45, otherwise I may leave if no students are staying.
I want all of my students to succeed.  I may allow students to retake quizzes if their score is below 70% to regain partial credit.  In order to take advantage of this opportunity, all homework assignments must be completed and corrections on the quiz must be made.  Students can retake the quizzes during 3rd block study hall or after school, and they must be retaken at least two days before that unit’s test so that feedback may be received.  The goal of this is so that students have the material mastered BEFORE the Unit Test.  The dates of the Unit Tests are posted at least one week in advance (on School Notes and in the classroom).
