When you pin the pattern onto the fabric, the grain line arrow should be parallel to the selvage edge of the fabric.
When you pin the pattern onto the fabric, place pins  inside the paper of the pattern so you can cut.
Mark starting and stop lines with carbon paper on the  wrong side of the fabric.

When pinning two pieces of fabric together to sew, what sides of the fabric should be together (touching on the inside)?  right
When pinning 2 pieces of fabric together to sew, place pins perpendicular
to the edge of the fabric with pin heads hanging off the fabric.

Sew the seams on guideline  15 and  reverse at both ends in order to tie a knot.

After sewing the sides of the bag together, use the iron to press
the seam open.

Do not sew between the two lines at the top of the bag because this opening is used to make opening for the drawstring.

The pocket where you put the ribbon is called the casing.

To make the casing opening stronger, we reinforced it by sewing a U around the opening.

To finish off the stringy edge of the casing, turn the edge under ¼ inchthen again 1 inch?

Put safety pin on the end of your drawstring to help  pull it through the casing.
When you use the iron to press, you pick the iron up and down.
When you iron to remove wrinkles, you move the iron  back and forth.

Equipment ID

 Shears        used to cut out large pieces of fabric

seam ripper    used to remove unwanted stitches

thread            comes in many colors wrapped around a spool

tracing wheel   used with tracing paper to make your fabric

scissors           used for trimming and clipping threads

sewing gauge    6 inch sewing ruler

pins                 holds the patter to the fabric or pieces of fabric together

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Sewing Machine Parts

Hand wheel

used to raise and lower the needle.  Always turn  it  towards you.

Spool pin

 holds the spool of thread.  Always put the cap on the end.

Take up lever

 pulls the thread from the spool.  Always return this to the 







up position.  Turn the hand wheel to move it up and down.

Presser foot

looks like a little pair of skies.  Holds the fabric in place.

Presser foot lifter
raises and lowers the presser foot.  Lower it gently to prevent breaking the spring.

feed

 
moves the fabric through the machine.  Looks like 2 rows of little 






teeth under the presser foot.

bobbin


the small plastic spool that goes in the bobbin case.  It holds the 






lower thread.  For the Viking machine, it is green plastic.

Bobbin cover 

 plastic cover that slides off to reveal the bobbin case.

Bobbin case

this is what holds the bobbin spool when you thread the machine.  






It is under the bobbin cover.

Bobbin winder
 
used to put thread on the bobbin spool.  It should be in the  up position when sewing.

Thread guides
 
metal plates which guide the thread in the right direction.

Needle plate
metal plate which surrounds the feed.   Has guidelines on it to help 


           you sew straight.  We sewed our bag on line 15.
Speed control

control you push with your foot to make the machine sew.

Lid


cover which lifts to reveal the spool pin, bobbin winder, etc.
Power switch

cuts the machine on and off.  Also cuts the machine light on and  off.
Reverse
 
used to sew backwards.  You reverse at the beginning and end of a 




seam to tie a knot.
Free Arm

 work surface tray is removed to give a small “arm” your bag will 





fit around for sewing a circle  (shape).
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
