3rd Quarter Extra Credit Project

· Students will create a poster outlining and detailing a specific topic we have covered this year in math class.  The poster must include research from the math textbook along with Internet research.

· Example topics include:  Solving Equations/Inequalities(steps to solve, rules), Central Tendency (mean, median, mode, range, box and whisker plots), Ratios and Proportions(similar figures, scale drawing, scale models), Volume and Surface Area (formulas, measurements, shapes), Percents (Interest, discounts, markups, percent change), Fractions and Decimals, Graphs and Statistics (Bar graph, circle graph, histogram, stem and leaf plot, frequency table), etc.

· Posters can be decorated and set up in any format but these sections must be included in all posters:

1. Include all necessary research from textbook and Internet

2. Define all relevant vocabulary words (highlighted in textbook)

3. Give steps or rules to solve problems

4. Model at least 3 example problems

5. Describe how this topic is used in the real world (occupations, uses, relevance)

6. Make a diagram or illustration that explains the topic or connects to the example problems.

(Information can be copied from the textbook or Internet.) 

One class period will be given for research in the textbook.  All other work must be done outside of class.  All final posters are due no later than 3pm on Friday, February  26th, 2010.  Posters that follow these guidelines will allow the student to drop their lowest grade of the quarter.
