Class Schedule/Outline:

· Warmup (10 minutes)  Students will get materials ready at the beginning of class (sharpening pencils, getting paper) and start the warmup within the first two minutes of class.  There will be no talking during the warmup.  Mr. Love will be checking homework at this time, make sure it is set out on the desk.  
· Homework Review (10 minutes)  Homework will be reviewed and checked in class everyday.  Students will exchange papers and grade each other’s homework using a colored pen.  
· Daily Lesson (20 minutes)  Mr. Love will give all necessary notes, examples, and explanations.  Students are required to take notes each day there is a lesson.  The notes will be helpful with homework and are sometimes allowed to be used for quizzes.
· Independent Practice (10 minutes)  Students will be required to practice what they learned in the daily lesson.  This may be in the form of a lesson quiz or group work.
· Closure/Assign Homework—Students are required to write their homework every day in their agenda.  Homework is posted in the front of the classroom on the Homework Bulletin Board.  There is no excuse for not knowing the homework assignment.  
Expectations:

· Mr. Love assigns math homework every night (Monday-Thursday).  There may or may not be homework over the weekend depending on the efforts of the class during the week.  Homework is essential in math to practice the skills learned from the daily lessons.  Every day builds on the previous day so it is very important to keep up with each homework assignment.

· Students are expected to have all materials needed for math class.  Pencils must be sharpened in the first two minutes of class.  Calculators will be supplied by Mr. Love when needed and every calculator must be returned before the class is dismissed.

· Students will walk in a single file line to lunch and be respectful in the hallways.

· Students should use the restroom in between class changes.  There should be no restroom use during class except for emergencies.

Textbooks:

· Textbooks will be used in the classroom and remain in the classroom unless a student wants to sign out a book for use at home.  The textbooks are online and can be a helpful resource at home.  Here is the instructions for finding the online textbooks:

Grading:

1. Homework is checked daily by Mr. Love for effort and by the students for correctness.  Students are required to write each problem on a separate sheet of paper and show all necessary work for full credit.  Each student will be assigned a homework grade for the week.  If an assignment is not completed, 10 points will be subtracted from the homework score.  If an assignment is partially completed or work is not shown, 5 points will be subtracted from the homework score (possible 100 points)

2. Classwork will also be given a weekly grade.  Warmups, notes, lesson quizzes, groupwork, and projects are all classified as classwork.  10 points will be deducted from the classwork score for failure to complete any of these classroom requirements (possible 100 points)

3. The grading scale is set up as follows:



35% Tests



25% Quizzes



25% Classwork (includes warmups, notes, projects, etc.)



15% Homework

Classroom Duties:

Students will be expected to help with class duties on a rotating schedule.  Sample duties include:  passing out papers, collecting papers, distributing calculators, collecting calculators, erasing boards/calendars, filing papers, checking homework, lunch responsibilities.

Rewards/Incentives:

Throughout the course of the year, students will have an opportunity to compete within my math classes and against other seventh grade teams.  Rewards and incentives will be available for these competitions.  Classroom parties may also be earned at the end of each quarter and on special occasions based on classroom effort, behavior, and productivity.  Any student with a failing grade or substandard classroom behavior will not be eligible for any rewards, incentives, or parties.

Test Corrections:

Test corrections may be offered on certain tests and quizzes.  Students must re-work every incorrect problem showing all corrected work and must obtain a parent signature.  Appropriate test corrections will be rewarded with half the points missed.
