Dear Students and Parent(s)/Guardian(s):

With the Algebra 1 EOC quickly approaching, June 5th for first period; June 8th for third period; and 10th for fourth period, I wanted to send a newsletter about what to expect with the Algebra 1 EOC, helpful websites and also Algebra 1 tutoring that is coming available.

Answers to questions about the Algebra 1 EOC:

What if I fail?

~If you fail, you must retake it the second time.

What if I fail again?

~If you fail the second time, you must attend Summer School for remediation for 8 days (June 15-18, and June 22 – 25) and retake the EOC the third and final time.

What if I fail the third time?

~If the student fails again, a committee including the principal, will meet to discuss whether the student has made adequate progress based on work samples from the teacher, teacher input and recommendation, etc to receive credit for the class.
How much does the EOC count toward my final grade?

~The EOC is 25% of your final average for the year.  We will receive a grade equivalent to the level you received on the EOC to average your final grade.
Why is it so important to pass Algebra 1?

You MUST pass Algebra 1 in order to graduate from high school in North Carolina, so it is very important to be as prepared as you can for the EOC.

Tutoring:
