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The grade nine English program will incorporate the fundamental outcomes of the Manitoba English language arts curriculum; speaking, listening, reading, writing, viewing, and representing.
Students will listen, speak, read, write, view, and represent to:

· Explore thoughts, ideas, feelings, and experiences.

· Comprehend and respond personally and critically to oral, literary, and media texts.

· Manage ideas and information.

· Enhance the clarity and artistry of communication.

· Celebrate and to build community.

Learning outcomes are statements that describe what students are expected to know and be able to do in a specific subject area at the end of a course or grade.  Students will be assessed and given a grade percentage based on the 5 grade 9 ELA outcomes:

· Explore thoughts, ideas, feelings, and experiences – 20%

· Comprehend and respond personally and critically to oral, print, and other media texts – 20%

· Manage ideas and information – 20%

· Enhance the clarity and artistry of communication -20%

· Celebrate and build community – 20%



For the 2011/12 school year, students will be exposed to a variety of literature and units.  The goal of this year’s English program is to expose students to texts that are of interest and to support student engagement and literacy.
