Requirements - May complete Extra Credit projects to a total of 30 points or 2 projects. 
Options

1.  Movie Extra Credit: (15 points each)

A. Choose a movie that you believe relates to one of the units that we have studied third quarter.  

B. Type a three page summary of the movie (12 point font, double spaced), including:

a. Briefly:  What is the movie about? – setting, main characters, plot
b. Detailed:  How does the movie relate to Western Civilization?
i. To which unit does the movie relate?  Why?  (BE SPECIFIC)
ii. How historically accurate is the movie?  Explain your answer in detail.

c. Briefly: What did you think of the movie?


2.  Cloth Banner or 3-D Project: (15 points each)

A. Design and create a cloth banner (2 feet x 3 feet) or 3-D project that relates to one of the units that we have studied this year
B. Include a brief explanation of your banner or project, including how it relates to Western Civilization

3. Ceiling Tile: (15 points each)

A. Purchase a square ceiling tile from a local hardware store

Design and paint the tile to relate to one of the units that we have studied this year.
