Overview

Objective

Many influential events have occurred in the world since 1945.  You will research an event from this Modern Era and tell its story to the class in the form of a 3-5 minute digital documentary.  The documentary must be told from a world (non-American) perspective.

You may choose to work with a partner to complete this project or you may choose to work independently.  Realize that you and your partner will receive the same final grade, so choose your partners wisely.  

Topic Choice

You have lots of freedom in choosing the topic for your documentary.  The basic parameter is that your event must have taken place since 1945 and it must be an international event.
