· Only resource limitation:  You may only use 2 websites not located in school databases  

· Use Inspiration to organize all important facts and details about your topic
· Templates are available to help get started:  event, person, group/organization, problem
· Use Noodlebib to record ALL sources that you use 
· Save Project:   V-Drive – Shared – Backup – Nickel – Your Hour – Create Folder for Your Project (title folder with your last name/s)
· Turn in a final draft outline from Inspiration and a works cited list from Noodlebib
