Creating the Story
· Use the Outline as a guide when writing the Story.
· Word count should be 400 – 500 words in order to reach the three to five minutes.

· Helpful writing hints:
· Maintain a specific focus 
· Use lively verbs and adjective
· Utilize proper grammar.
· Keep a flow or a rhythm.
· Read the story aloud to yourself before submitting it

· BE SURE TO CLEARLY ANSWER YOUR RESEARCH QUESTION

· DO NOT PLAGIARIZE!!!!!
· Save: V Drive – backup – Nickel folder – Your hour – Your project folder

· Submitted to “turnitin.com” and receive a 10% or less similarity
· Create an account (if you don’t already have one)

· Enroll in a class using your hour’s class id number and the password “nickel”

· Click on submit to upload your story from where it currently saved 

· May take time to process.  Be patient!  Click refresh occasionally to update. 

· Results can be found at “Go to portfolio” – “Show details”

· Can changes and re-submit your story every 24 hours     

· Turn-in double-spaced, final draft of your story with word count (bottom of screen).

Most good movies start with a good screenplay.  Therefore, using your outline as a guide, you need to write an interesting narrative about your topic.
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
