Creating an Image Blueprint
· This Image Blueprint will be helpful when searching for images that fit your story.  The images need to directly match the words of the story.  (What is seen needs to match what is heard!)  
· Use the Storyboard Blue Print.
· Divide the story into sections based on topic.  Sections should be no more than 3 sentences long.  Highlight the sections in different colors or draw a line showing where one section ends and the next starts. 
· Number each section.

· Write the same numbers in order on the lines of the Storyboard Blue Print. 
· Identify a picture that would best represent the topic of that section. 
· Sketch or briefly explain the picture in the image box.
· For example, if the section talks about Nelson Mandela’s parents, then draw or write parents of Nelson Mandela.
