World War II Causation Maps

Directions:  You are to complete the following maps to detail the international climate during the 1930’s that created the perfect equation for World War II.  You need to follow the instructions below.  Utilize maps in your textbook atlas (A1-A29) and in Chapter 31 to complete the maps.  

Map 1:  Fascist Italy
· Use maps on pages 837 and the textbook atlas to complete the following maps.
· In a bold and decorative style, label the page “Fascist Italy.”

· In the lower right hand corner of the page, draw and color the Italian flag (green, white, red).
· On both maps, label Italy and its pre-WW II colonies (Albania, Ethiopia, Libya, Somalia, and Eritrea).  Then, color them the same distinct color.
· Label surrounding countries of Yugoslavia, Austria, France, Egypt, Sudan, Tunisia, and Algeria.  Then, shade all of them in a dull color.  

· Color all other lands in the same dull color.

· Color waters blue and label them (Mediterranean Sea, Adriatic Sea, and Red Sea).

Map 2: Nazi Germany

· Use maps on pages 837 and the textbook atlas to complete the following maps.
· In a bold and decorative style, label the page “Nazi Germany.”

· In upper right hand corner of the page, draw and color in the Nazi swastika flag.

· Label Germany and its pre-WW II spheres of influence (Austria and Czechoslovakia). Then, color them the same distinct color.
· Label the USSR.  Draw and color the USSR flag.  Color the country in a dull color.

· Label countries conquered by Germany at the beginning of WW II (Poland, Denmark, Norway, Belgium, and France).  Color them in the same dull color.
· Label surrounding countries of Yugoslavia, Romania, Hungary, Spain, Great Britain, and Sweden.  Then, shade all of them in a dull color. 

· Color all other lands in the same dull color.

· Color waters blue and label the seas (North Sea, Baltic Sea, and Mediterranean Sea).

Map 3:  Militaristic Japan
· Use maps on pages 849 and the textbook atlas to complete the following maps.

· In a bold and decorative style, label the page “Militaristic Japan.”

· In the lower right hand corner of the page, draw and color the Japanese flag.

· Label Japan and its conquered territories, including Manchuria, part of China, Indochina, Burma, Siam, Philippines, and Dutch East Indies.  Then, color them the same distinct color.  

· Label surrounding countries of USSR, Mongolia, and the rest of China.  Then, shade them all in a dull color.  

· Draw and color the Hawaiian Islands.  Label the Pearl Harbor Invasion, Dec. 7, 1941.

· Color waters blue and label the Pacific Ocean, Sea of Japan, East China Sea, and Indian Ocean.
