Class Requirements & Policies

Welcome!  I am very excited to be your seventh grade math teacher.  The following class overview will provide students with information about required class materials, procedures, and expectations.  It is your responsibility to come to class prepared, complete all homework assignments, practice/study, and seek extra help whenever you need it.  

Required Materials

For math class EVERYDAY, you will need the following:  2 pencils with erasers, a highlighter, your math book and practice workbook, your math binder (3-ring binder), three hole punched lined paper, and your assignment notebook (supplied by PTA).  A calculator will also be needed towards the end of the year.    

Paper Heading

The heading should be placed in the upper right hand corner and include: Name & Date.

Homework

Homework is an important part of your learning experience and always relates directly to what we have done in class.  Use the notes and practice problems from class to help you complete the homework.  You will receive homework 4-5 nights per week.  Each assignment must be done in pencil and have the proper heading at the top of the paper.  You will be required to SHOW ALL WORK on written assignments- providing only the final answer will result in a zero (no credit).  Each night’s assignment is posted on the Homework Board in Room 218A and on new.schoolnotes.com (secondary source).  Homework is checked daily for completeness and is assigned one of the following:

3 points      Full credit is awarded if the assignment is completed thoroughly 

    (showing all work) and on time.  



1.5 points   Half credit is given if some problems (very few) were not 

    attempted or some work was omitted.  



ZERO        No credit will be given if you decide not to complete an 

    assignment on time or if more than a few problems have been 

    skipped.  

If you are absent, you must make up the homework assignment(s) that you have missed in a timely manner (as stated in the Student Handbook).  Please see me regarding any extended absences.  

Grading

Your grade for each term will be comprised of tests, quizzes, writing assignments (Open Response Questions), projects, homework, participation/effort, weekly preparation (coming to class with all your materials), your notebook, and MCAS Practice assigned in Academic Support. 
My grading system will be based on a point system.  Tests will be worth about 100 points, quizzes 25-50 points, homework will be worth 3 points each, and ORQs, projects, participation/effort, weekly preparation, your notebook, and MCAS Practice will vary.  

It is my policy that I have every test, project and larger quizzes signed.  Students will have two days to get a signature.

Do your best on every assignment because every point counts!
