Homework: 15%
1.  All homework must be handed in on the assigned day. Late homework will NOT be accepted unless the student was legally absent. (See the reverse for more information.)

2.  Homework not handed in on time will be calculated as a zero (0) in the homework average for that quarter.

Papers/Projects: 15%
1.  All papers/projects are expected to be handed in on the assigned day.

2.  A 5-point deduction will occur each school day until the paper/project is handed in.
Class work / Class Participation: 20%
1.  Every student is expected to have a notebook.  This notebook will be collected quarterly and its organization and completeness will count toward the quarter grade.

2. Every student is expected to be prepared for class every day.  This includes having the proper notebook, supplies, and assignments.

3.  Every student will also be required to interact with the class, both as part of a group and as an individual.  
Tests/Quizzes: 50%
If a student is absent the day of the test, he/she will be expected to take the test the day he/she returns.  Parents MUST check test and work grades on the SIS system.
