In the Latin program at Ellington High School, students will master the skills necessary for the reading and study of the Latin language, with the goal of reading classical Latin authors with confidence. There is emphasis on English word derivations, and Latin’s role in the development of the Romance languages is also addressed. In addition, students will be introduced to classical mythology, Roman history, and culture. Students will develop an understanding of the culture of the Ancient Romans, its historic significance and its contemporary relevance, making their language learning more meaningful.The Latin curriculum addresses the National Standards for Classical Language Learning as well as Ellington High School’s Mission and Expectations for Student Learning, listed below.
