INTRODUCTION

     Your district’s world language department has obtained a grant for you and some of your classmates to go to a French-speaking city of your choice (other than Paris which we will all be seeing in the spring).  You must select a city and upon your return you will be responsible for sharing what you learn.  Bon voyage!

TASK

     Now that you have returned you will create a presentation to share with the school and community members who will come hear you speak.  You must create a PowerPoint presentation OR a scrapbook about your city.  Your presentation should include:
1) Three attractions (natural or historic) that you feel are most interesting to see.  Explain what makes them interesting and what you learned from them. Please include the currency used in the city and rate of exchange. This is found at www.oanda.com  If the attraction has an entrance fee please include that too.
2) Two popular dishes served.  What are they called in French.  Briefly describe them.  Provide a picture if possible.
3) Two special holidays, events, or festivals held in the city.  When do they take place, why, and how are they celebrated.

4)  One musician or type of music that is popular.  Describe the type of music or the particular musician or group.  Include a song title and a concert place and time if possible.
5) One athlete or sport that is popular.  When and where do (they/he/she) play?  Is there a special tournament/game held in the city?

6) Language – have an interview with a native speaker.  Write a dialogue of ten lines or more of a conversation you had with a native.  Ex.  A shopping scene or a restaurant scene, etc.  This will be in French.  We will work on some of this in class.
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7) A map of the country and the location of the city you have selected in that country.

8) Art – a museum, interesting painting or artifact found or made in that city.  You could include an artist from the city or painting, sculpture or architecture found there.  Give some explanation of why you chose this as your example of art.
9) Climate – what is the weather like this week?  Since we have studied weather, this section should be completely in French. Give the temperature and weather conditions.  Along with the Celsius also include the Fahrenheit conversion. 

10) Personal reflection – what did you find most interesting about the city and what did you enjoy the most. You will also include a list of websites you used.
PROCESS
     We will be going to the computer lab for three days March 22-24 to work on our research.  Work will be continued at home and possibly during STAR.  No other homework will be given during the web quest.  You are given two weeks which is enough time to do a great project without rushing.  If your home computer is not working you will need to plan to stay for homework help which is available Mon-Wed or make other arrangements.  The last day in the lab I will check to see your progress.  You have a choice to create of PowerPoint or create a scrapbook.  The slideshow should be at least 10 slides- one for each of the ten elements of your research.  If you choose to do a scrapbook it will also need to be at least 10 pages long.   Try to use as much French as possible.  Elements 6 and 9 need to be completely in French.  You could also add French with the names of foods, attractions, sports and music, etc.

    You will be given several links to help you find your information.  See below.  If you decide to create a scrapbook I have colored construction paper you can have for the basic background or simply use computer paper if you are printing pictures directly onto the page.  Do use a sturdy cover.  Neatness does count.  Pictures add interest and meaning.  It also should be colorful.  See the rubric under the evaluation section.  I would recommend using a glue stick for pictures and text.  Everything needs to be typed.  You may use the list of websites below.  You might also need to find your own websites to help you with more information about your city.
