
An Error Analysis is completed when any test receives a score of 65% or below.  The purpose of an error analysis is so that an improvement can be made to an unsatisfactory grade and to enable the student to understand the concept and what mistakes were made.

1. On a separate piece of paper ( provided by teacher) write the problem and re-work to achieve the correct answer.

2. In a sentence or two, tell me what caused the problem to be wrong on the test.

3. State if you received any help and from what source (textbook, teacher, friend, parent, sibling, etc.)
4.   Help will be offered after school.    

For each problem wrong on the test follow steps 1-4.  When all corrections have been made, write a short paragraph about what you have learned from doing the corrections.

If this procedure is followed and completed correctly, the problems that were wrong will be re-evaluated and you may gain back up to half of the points lost.  REMEMBER, in order to earn back half credit, you must follow the above procedure and complete all parts.  

The error analysis will be completed within two school days, unless otherwise specified. When the error analysis is completed, attach it to the original test paper.
