· Saving your work: If you work in the Odyssey Lab at school, to save your work, you need to “Save as” your work (PowerPoint Presentation) on the desktop using your name as the File Name. Then click on “Shortcut to Teachers’ Network Places” on desktop. Open your teacher’s folder, drag and drop your work to your class period folder (located inside the teacher’s folder). For example: if you’re in the 1st Period, you’ll need to open “Shortcut to Teachers’ Network Places” on desktop, find the folder with the name “He”, click and open the folder, and you will see different foflders for different class periods. Then you drag and drop your work saved on desktop to 1st Period folder. Remember to double check and make sure your work is there.
