1. Freedom of Speech, Press, Assembly, Petition, and Religion

2. Right to Bear Arms

3. Freedom from Quartering Soldiers

4. Protection Against UNREASONABLE Searches and Seizures

5. Freedom from Double Jeopardy; Right to the Due Process of 

Law; the Government’s right to Eminent Domain

6.  Right to a SPEEDY AND PUBLIC TRIAL with an Impartial 

Jury

7. Right to trial by jury

8. Protection from Cruel and Unusual Punishment and Excessive 

Bail

9. Provides citizens with rights not just listed in amendments 1-8

10. Gives powers not reserved by the federal government and not prohibited to the states to the state governments
11. Prevented a state from being sued by citizens of another state

12.  Allowed Presidential and Vice-Presidential Candidates to run on the same ticket

13.  Abolished Slavery

14. Granted citizenship to all persons born or naturalized in the US

15. Granted suffrage to African American males

16. Allowed Congress to levy the income tax

17. Allowed US Senators to be elected by popular vote

18. Prohibition of Alcohol

19. Women’s Suffrage

20. “Lame Duck” Amendment; Shortened time between Presidential elections and inaugurations

21. Repealed Prohibition

22. Presidential Term Limits (Roosevelt Amendment)

23. Right to vote for President given to Washington DC

24. Abolition of the poll tax

25. Presidential Succession

26. Voting age lowered to 18 (Vietnam Amendment)

27. Congressional Pay
