7.  In October, 1765, what claim did the Stamp Act Congress make to King George III in a petition?

8.  Although British Parliament repealed the Stamp Act in March 1766, on the same day, they passed the 
     Declaratory Act.  What did this document claim?

9.  What items were taxed through the Townshend Act of 1767?  
     How was the revenue (the money collected) used?
10. What event happened in Boston on March 5, 1770?      Describe the event in your own words.  

· Who became the most famous of the victims of this event?  

· How did Paul Revere’s depiction stir emotions in Boston following this event?

      Who else rode out of Boston to warn the countryside?


15. Who actually held the lanterns in the steeple of the Old North Church to let Paul Revere know how the 
     British soldiers were leaving Boston to march to Lexington & Concord?  
      How many lanterns did this man hold up in the steeple? 
      What was the name of the poet who “immortalized Paul Revere and the Old North Church ensuring 

      their place in American folklore, tradition, and history”?   What is the name of the poem?

16. Who said each of the following and what were the circumstances? 
"Don’t fire unless fired upon, but if they mean to have a war, let it begin here."
“Don’t fire until you see the whites of their eyes.”
"I only regret that I have but one life to lose for my country."
17. What phrase is used to describe the Battle at Lexington because it is considered the first battle of the
      American Revolution?  

· How many minutemen were killed on the Lexington Green?  
· After Lexington, where did the British go?

18. Who was the commander of the British forces who ordered his troops to destroy the military stores at 
      Concord in April 1775?

· Describe one of the events highlighted.
· In addition to destroying stored guns and ammunition in Concord, which two Patriot leaders were the British planning to arrest in Lexington?

· What day of the week did this battle occur?   

· What was the temperature for that day? 
20. What were the British and American losses (dead and wounded) at Bunker Hill?  

      What was the main reason that the Patriots lost this battle?
21.  At what site did a battle occur in North Carolina on February 27, 1776?   
· How many prisoners did the Patriots capture?  

· Where did the British go when there were no loyalist troops to meet them in Wilmington?  

· What happened to the British at this new location?  

· Then, where did the British go?
22.  Who made up the Committee of Five men that drafted the Declaration of Independence?

· Which committee member was assigned the job of writing the original document?

· What were the topics of two passages that the Continental Congress rejected from the original document?

23.  Which 3 North Carolinians signed the Declaration of Independence?

24.  View an original copy of the Declaration of Independence and answer the following questions: 

· On what date did John Hancock sign the document? 
· How many men eventually signed the document? 

· Which member of the five drafting committee members never signed the document? 

· Go to the “Document Transcript” and write out the first paragraph and the first sentence of the next 
     paragraph through “ and the pursuit of happiness..”
