Multi Genre Research Project

Overview
The final project of this course will be a multi genre research project. You will be working on this project throughout the semester. The purpose of a multi genre research project is to show your understanding of genres and types of texts through your research and writing on a specific topic as related to Spanish society and culture. 

Topic

Students may choose one of these 6 topics: (1) Travel and Adventure, (2) Professions, (3) The Arts (Art, Dance, Music) (4) Fashion (5) Traditional art and crafts (piñata making, Panamanian molas, basket weaving) (6) Spanish conquest. Your different genres will focus on specific issues related to your topic.

Research
1. Choose a topic that you are excited about! You will be working with it for an entire semester!

2. Your paper must consist of 6 genres. You may not use the same genre more than once. 1 genre must be a 1 page typed 12 font essay.
3. Each genre will be due on different dates. You will receive a completion grade and feedback on each assignment. You will then correct your errors and will turn in all six genres in your completed final research project.

4. All written genres must be typed.

5. Along with the project you will include a section entitled “rationale” which explains how each of your genre pieces supports your topic. You should have at least 1 paragraph explanation for each genre piece.
6. The final page will be a formal MLA style bibliography to show your research.

Expectations
I want this project to be interesting, bold, insightful and experimental. I want to see your imagination reflected in what you learned about your topic.

Topic Brainstorming
· Choose 2 topics just in case you get “stuck” on one, you can move to the other. Brainstorm your first topic.

· Why are you interested in the topic?
· What do you already know about the topic?

· What would you like to find out about this topic?

· What are some possible questions that can help guide you as you research?
· List possible sources that come to mind.
· What might be difficult about researching this topic?

· Which genres interest you most?
