Discipline Plan Revised

Please read and be aware of this new discipline plan.  I’ve adjusted my previous plan to meet the needs of my students.

I appreciate your support in this matter.  I am continuously trying to improve my skills as a teacher, and I believe that this system will prove successful for the remainder of the semester.

 I have a weekly chart with each student’s name.  If a behavior requires intervention on my part, I will place a dot by his/her name under the column for that day.  Each dot placed by a student’s name will be -5 points from the weekly participation grade.  This system will also be helpful to each student, because he/she will know the participation grade for that week and how to perfect it for the next week. Please see the following list for examples of unacceptable behaviors:

Failure to stay on task

Inappropriate volume

Being out of seat unnecessarily

Failure to immediately begin warm-up upon entering room

Unkind language to peers or teacher

Talking during teacher instruction

Poor attitude

Misuse of materials/school property
Failure to stay seated until dismissed by teacher

Leaning in chairs
Sleeping/Putting Head Down

Any other offense that teacher deems disruptive to student learning

At the end of each week, students with no dots beside his/her name for the week will receive 5 points toward their survivor tribe.
If a student reaches three dots in one day, he/she will be sent out of the classroom.  Three disruptions in one day make it difficult for the rest of the class to learn.
Students who accumulate seven dots in one week will receive detention.  Seven dots in one week are equal to a 65 for that week’s participation grade.  It is very appropriate that a student who failed the participation portion of his/her grade for the week be required to make up part of that time.  The student has one week to schedule and serve detention.  When detention has been completed, TEN points will be added to that failing participation grade to equal a 75. 
Three detentions equal one office referral because the student is having difficulty adhering to class rules.
***The following are examples of classroom offenses that will receive automatic detention.  We have repeatedly discussed these behaviors.  Students WILL NOT receive further warnings for these:

Throwing ANYTHING
Disrespect toward Teacher or peers
Reminder:  Talking/communicating while a test or quiz is in progress for ANY REASON will result in an automatic zero on the assignment and detention.  Further offenses will result in more severe consequences.  Homeworks are not accepted late.
