Expectations:

Daily attendance is critical. Lab activities and performance-based tasks (individual and group) are performed in the classroom and are 25% of your quarterly grade. Any lab activities missed, for whatever reason, MUST be made up after school within 3 days of your return.
There may be a 5 minute “warm-up” writing assignment on the front board, or notes to begin in your notebook. Enter the room quickly and be ready to work immediately.  You will also have a binder to organize every day with worksheets. You may do this during the first 5 minutes of class as well if there is time, otherwise, you will be required to keep organized on your own time. 
Tardiness is unacceptable. DO NOT come to class without a pass if you are late. If you are late and were not with a teacher to get a pass from, you MUST go to the office.
Homework is important. It’s not busy work. All homework assignments are to complete an activity started in class such as a lab report, worksheet, or to work on performance assessments/projects.
Extra help is always available. If you miss work due to an absence or just need some extra guidance, I am here to help. I am available almost every day after school till the late bus arrives. Please schedule after-school time at least 24 hours in advance if you need study help, or to makeup a lab.
