Assignments
Students should expect to have math homework at least 4 days a week.  Assignments are due at the beginning of the hour.  See agenda for penalties.  Homework will be checked based on completion and work shown.  Next to incorrect problems, students are required to make corrections.  The PRIDE binder will be used to store assignments.  A binder check will be done at the end of each chapter.  During a binder check I will be looking at random questions to assure students are making corrections and completing assignments.  Absent and late assignments will have to be handed in and graded by me, then corrected by the student.  
Grades

Grades are figured using total points.  Which means grades are calculated by taking the sum of points earned divided by the sum of points possible.  Below I have charted possible points throughout a typical chapter.  Points will vary depending on how many sections are in the chapter and the number of activities that are done.  I try to keep homework/quiz points balanced with test points. This prevents the tests from controlling the grade but gives it enough weight to reflect student’s knowledge.
