             1. Competency Assessments (75%) These are various ways I determine if 
                students have mastered an objective at the required level of performance. The 
                assessments may be in the form of tests (open and closed book, oral & written), 
                computer assessments, class assignments, homework assignments, teacher 
                observation, and others. 

            2. Learning Tasks (25%) Homework, class work, and participation are included
                here. These are things we do to learn, and it is important for students to be 
                willing to take a risk, make a mistake, and learn from it.  Much of this work

                will be marked satisfactory or unsatisfactory. Students will often be asked to                   

                correct and redo some work in order to achieve success!
