The student media assistant will: 

 1. experience and appreciate a wide variety of reading, listening, and viewing resources to interact with ideas in an information‑intensive environment.
2. employ strategies to access, evaluate, use, and communicate information.

3. understand the important issues of a technology-based society and will exhibit ethical behavior in the use of technology.

4. demonstrate knowledge and skills in the use of technology that supports the media program.

5. use a variety of technologies to access, analyze, interpret, synthesize, apply and communicate information.
