[image: image6.wmf]Early admission has two forms: early decision and early action. Both allow students to apply for admission in the fall and learn if they are accepted in December. Early decision is binding- a student must agree to attend that school if accepted and may not apply early to more than one school. Early action isn’t binding and students can still wait until the spring to accept offers.

FAFSA- FAFSA stands for Free Application for Federal Student Aid. It is the primary application for federal student aid programs. The FAFSA cannot be completed until January 1, 2012 but you can register for a PIN now! Go to www.pin.ed.gov for more information!

CSS/ PROFILE Many colleges/ universities use this form to determine the use of nonfederal student aid. Although fewer schools use the PROFILE, if you are applying to one that does it is very important! The CSS/PROFILE is available October 1, 2011!
