	Questions Frequently Asked by Sophomores
[image: image5.wmf]1.When should I take the SAT or ACT? Because both the SAT and ACT test students’ knowledge of higher level math such as Algebra II and Geometry, it is recommended to wait until you’ve completed both courses before taking the tests. Colleges recommend taking your first SAT/ACT in the spring of THIS YEAR and then taking the test(s) again in the fall of your senior year.
2.I’ve already taken the PSAT, do I need to take it again? Taking the PSAT in your junior year can qualify you to participate in scholarship programs like the National Merit and National Achievement Scholarship Programs so if you’re hoping to compete it’s important to take the PSAT next year.
3. Who is my Guidance Counselor? If your last name begins with letters A- K, your counselor is Mrs. Tomlinson! If your last name begins with letters L-Z, your counselor is Mrs. Lehew!
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
