Classroom Rules and Expectations
· You must bring your book, notebook (a three-ring binder is preferred), calculator, assignment/homework, and a pencil to class everyday, unless told differently by the teacher.
· Notebook:  An important ingredient for success in any class is maintaining an organized notebook.  Therefore, your three-ring math binder needs to be divided into the following sections:
· A section for NOTES to include all examples given in class, as well as handouts.
· A section for HOMEWORK- page # and date should be on the top of the page.
· A section for TESTS/QUIZZES and other graded work.
· NO EATING AND DRINKING IN THE CLASSROOM- water is the exception.
· Books must be covered at all times.
· Come to class on time. Tardies add up very quickly with serious consequences.

The first 3 unexcused tardies = 1 unexcused absence.  Each unexcused tardy after that   will result in 1 unexcused absence.

Students with 22 combined excused and unexcused absences may lose credit for the course.  Please see the student handbook for further details.

· Cell phones are not to be used or heard in the classroom and may be taken from the student if necessary. (See Student Handbook).
· When absent, pick up missing assignments before or after class and hand in within two days.  Remember, you have only two days for each absent day to make-up work, this includes tests and quizzes.
· Get your homework out as soon as you get in your seat and be prepared to start class immediately.

· Stay in your seats until the bell rings and I dismiss you.
· No talking when the teacher is talking.  One person speaking at a time.  Raise your hand when you wish to speak and wait to be acknowledged before speaking.  Rude behavior will not be tolerated.

· Students are expected to display a sense of personal responsibility and conduct themselves in a manner that is supportive of a learning environment.  Take pride in yourself, your actions, and your work.
