Branches of Earth Science
Computer Activity (Lab Grade!)

You will choose a branch of Earth Science that is most interesting to you (geology, meteorology, astronomy, oceanography).  Based on the branch you pick, you will create a news article that discusses an aspect of your topic.  Follow the steps below to receive full credit for the assignment.  This assignment will be done in a Pages document.
Steps:

1) Pick a branch.
2) Write that branch at the top of your Pages document next to your name.
3) Conduct a brief search on your topic, to better understand that branch

4) Copy and paste that URL (web address) into your Pages document (you may need/have more than 1)
5) Next go to a reliable source (.gov, .edu, .com- if it is an educational site), look for a few current events that deal with your branch of Earth Science.

6) Summarize* your article on your Pages document.
7) Copy and paste the URL (web address) for the article beneath your summary

8) You will now create a short (SHORT!) article based on your article.  It can be completely made up or the ideas of another current event can be used to create your work.  Be creative!

9) You will need to include a picture that represents your branch of Earth Science.  It can be from your current events article or found from a general search.  Make sure your resize your picture to an appropriate size!
10) You must include the URL of that picture.

*Summarize does not mean copy and paste.  It is illegal to steal someone else’s work.  This definition from dictionary.com explains the definition for you.
