Welcome to E/E Science!  Please be advised that this course does not have an E.O.C. (only a teacher made final exam) and you need an environmental science credit to graduate.  That being said, I am here to help you!  I will be in my classroom by 7:15 and after school until 3pm, feel free to stop by if you should need any additional help.

Dividers (Optional)
*I will trade out pencils.  Key word- trade!  If you do not have a writing utensil, you may trade me another item to borrow a pencil for class; all items will be swapped back at the end of class.  Examples of items to trade:  a book, quarter, glasses case, book bag, etc.

Absences, Tardies and Make-up Work:


All policies regarding absences and tardies can be found in your Student Handbook.  It is your responsibility to get all notes, assignments, etc. upon your return to school.  Any assignment not turned in on your due date will result in a zero.  If you are absent on the day an assignment is due, you are responsible for turning in that assignment the day you return.   


If you miss a test or quiz, you have 4 days to make it up without penalty.


You are tardy if you are NOT across the threshold of the door before the tardy bell rings.  If you are tardy, sign your name on the tardy sheet without disturbing the class and take your seat.  If you have a note, place it in the basket as you take your seat.  On your 5th (1st quarter) or 9th (2nd quarter) tardy, your grade reverts to no credit (FF).

For every tardy there is a consequence.  Fulfilling the consequence does not erase the tardy in the attendance system.  The tardy policy will be as follows:



1st Tardy = 15 minutes after school detention



2nd Tardy =30 minutes after school detention



3rd Tardy = 45 minutes after school detention



4th and all other tardies = 60 minute after school detention
Late Work:
All work for a unit needs to be turned in on the due date given for that assignment.  If work is not turned in on time, you will have the chance to turn it in prior to the test for that particular unit, for partial credit.  For example:  A handout regarding relative dating will not be accepted after we take the Geologic Time Test, and will be subject to a grading penalty.
Class Expectations:

All rules will be enforced!

· Follow all school rules and procedures.
· Dress code

· Cell Phones (put them away, or I take them!)

· Electronic devices (you do not need them right now, put them away!)
· Respect others, school property and yourself.

· Come to class prepared to learn; this includes with your binder, notebook, textbook (when required) and writing utensil.

· All assignments will be collected at the start of class.
· No bathroom passes will be given out.  You need to use the restroom before class begins.  No exceptions- regardless of the “emergency”!
· Only drinks in a clear bottle with a screw on lid will be permitted in class and must remain on the floor during class.  Safety rules state there is no food or drink allowed in a lab area.

· Do not move about the classroom during instructional time.  Do not sharpen your pencil while I am giving directions and/or notes.

· Do your own work.  “Helping” someone else, is not really helping anyone.  Zeros will be given out to those who are caught cheating.

· If you were absent, be sure to check the calendar and folders for any handouts that you missed.  Do not ask the teacher what was missed without checking both places first.

· Heads up!  You need to keep your head up at all times.

· Teacher dismisses you, not the bell.

· Remember that the effort you put into this class will reflect in your grade!

Consequences:


1st: Verbal Warning


2nd: Detention/ Phone call home

· Detention time is depended upon the offense and all detentions are served with Mrs. Fugle, unless arranged differently by her.


3rd: Time Out and Administration


*Order of consequences will be at the discretion of the teacher.
