Chapter 10 Project
Materials:
Scale Model
· Materials will Vary

Scale Drawing

· 22” x 28” Poster Board

· Straightedge Ruler

· Crayons, Markers, Colored Pencils, Construction Paper, etc

Objective:

· Students will create a 3D scale model of their bedroom or a “blue print like poster” scale drawing of their bedroom using original sizes and proportions.
Procedure:
1. Student measures the length and width of all major items in their bedroom (walls, windows, closets, doors, bed, dresser(s), etc). Round all measurements to the closest half. See back for chart.
2. Students can choose one of the following scale ratios to convert actual sizes to its proportioned size: 
· 1 foot = 0.75 inch

· 1 foot = 2 inches

· 2 feet = 1 inch
3. Student will begin building or drawing their model. All items including walls, windows, closets, doors, bed, dresser(s), etc must measure up to the portions on the chart. 
· Scale Model Projects: Doll furniture is not recommended for scale models unless it measures up to the portioned size.
· Scale Drawing Projects: All scale drawings must be colored and dimension sizes visible on the poster board.
