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CLASSWORK/HOMEWORK

All classwork/homework assignments must be complete to receive full credit. Classwork/homework is not based on right or wrong answers but by attempt as well as work. Do not throw scrap paper away. Students without work will receive half credit. Three steps to a complete assignment:
1. Write the problem.

2. Solve the problem (show your work).

3. Circle your answer.

CLICKERS

Students are given the privilege to use clickers in this class. When students are being assessed, they will use a clicker to enter the answers. At the end of the assessment, students will have immediate feedback. Students are to review questions marked incorrect. 
TEXTBOOK
Students will be using the Glencoe Mathematics Applications and Concepts Course 1 textbook to complete classwork/homework. While it is my personal goal to have all students finish work in class, there may be instances in which students have to retrieve the textbook from home to complete an assignment. Students have three options:

1. ONLINE TEXTBOOK—students can retrieve the textbook from any computer with internet. Go to www.mhln.com, then click on “enter class code,” type the class code “oasis,” and choose from a selection of Glencoe online text. Our textbook is the Glencoe Mathematics Applications and Concepts Course 1 textbook.

2. LIBRARY—students without or limited to computer access, may also choose to check out a textbook from the school library. Books are to be checked out and returned daily. 
3. PURCHASE—some students have also chosen to purchase a copy of the textbook from websites such as Amazon or eBay to have a hard copy at home.
