Examples:

The word “math” has a value of $35.05 because the sum of it’s four letters 11+.05+17+7 = 35.05.
The word “Ouch!” is considered a discounted word at “30% off” because it has an exclamation point. “Ouch!” would have a value of $7.87 (on sale). 

Solution: .50+.75+3+7=11.25 regular price, then 11.25 x .30= $3.38 to take off (discount), 
so 11.25 – 3.38 = $7.87 with discount included.
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
