1. Choose an article to read. 
(FACTUAL- no opinion based editorials, ads, reviews, or scorecards)


2. Cut-out the entire article and related pictures/captions.
3. Fit extra-large articles onto one or more sheets of paper. Cut and secure page(s) neatly with glue stick or tape.
4. Read the article. Mark-up the article with Underline, Circle &/or Highlight main ideas from each paragraph.
5. On LLP, write your heading and title “Double Nickel News” 

6. Underneath the title, write the MLA style bibliography for the news article. Follow these two examples:
Author’s last name, first name. “Article title.” Title of Newspaper Date of newspaper: Section/Pages.
Mather, Sandy. “’Working’ smoke alarms save lives.” Chicago Sun-Times 14 Oct. 2010: NIE Weekly p.29
