Mrs. Nash’s written lesson for you on how to use CITATIONS in your paper
Mini-lesson:

(In your research paper, you will write in your own voice as you would any other essay. Remember, not to narrate with personal pronouns though like I, me, my. The things that you define or specifically refer to from other literature must be noted with in-text citations.

Paraphrasing = putting it into your own words (like summarizing), but giving credit to who said it! 

In-text citations = a way to show (in your paper) that the words you are using have been paraphrased or quoted by you. 

If it is NEW, researched, or unique information someone else said, you MUST cite it.
________________________________________________________________________
(In the examples below, pretend that you want to use information you read from a book Mrs. Nash wrote. She is the author of a book on how to teach writing to middle school students. This page will give you an idea of how you would show citations in your paper. Use these examples so you know how to do it in your actual science research paper. 

*******************How to cite a paraphrase in your text************************
Author’s Last name (year in parenthesis) says….[now summarize what was said]

Ex: 

Nash (2009) claims that acronyms like “COFIE” helps students remember how they will be graded.
(Notice there are no quotation marks in the above paraphrased statement, but you are showing that you give credit to Nash for providing that information.
********************How to cite a direct quote in your text**********************
“Entire quote, word-for-word, must be inside these quotation marks” (Authors last name and year in parenthesis).

Ex:

“When I say things such as ‘How’s your COFIE?’, ‘think PFAT’, and ‘put out your GUM’ it prompts students to recall mnemonics that help them to reflect and evaluate their own writing” (Nash 2009).
Note: If a direct quote has more than 3 lines of text, then indent the entire quote about as far as this one is indented. You do not have to use quotation marks in that case. You would still have to cite it at the end though. (Authors last name and year in parenthesis).

(Notice the ‘single’ quotation marks around what Mrs. Nash says above. You use ‘single’ marks only if you are quoting within a quote. The whole word-for word quotation has the “double” mark at the beginning and end of it. 
*******************How that source should be listed in your References List********
