At the end of 3rd Quarter, class sponsors will enter and calculate the values relating to grades, test scores, attendance, and behavior for each candidate. The student with the highest total points will be selected as the Valedictorian for the graduating class. The student with the second highest total points will be selected as the Salutatorian for the graduating class. In the case of a tie in points, the class sponsors and administrators will make a determination considering overall progress and extracurricular participation for each individual. (For example: It may be possible to have two students of the same rank and title.)
